Nanotechnology brings safer
water to the Ganges Delta

Growing up in India’s Ganges Delta, Sajal Kanti Kayal learned early that water, though
abundant, can be dangerously polluted. In West Bengal, seasonal floods, industrial
runoff, and poor sanitation contaminate surface water, while groundwater is often
tainted with arsenic — a toxic element that has made the region one of India’s hardest
hit by waterborne diseases. Kayal, who has personally suffered health effects from
contaminated water, understands that access to clean water is essential not only for
health but also for education and economic stability.

The crisis affects millions globally, with arsenic contamination putting up to 230 million
people at risk, particularly in India and Bangladesh where arsenic-rich sediments from
the Himalayas leach into groundwater. In response, Arindam Roychowdhury, a member
of the Rotary Club of Calcutta, launched a clean-water initiative after witnessing severe
illness and suffering in delta communities.

Partnering with Tata Chemicals, the Rotary Club of Calcutta installed gravity-fed water
purification systems that eliminate bacteria and viruses without requiring electricity —
making them suitable for rural areas. With support from a Rotary Foundation global
grant in 2024 and an international partnership with the Rotary Club of Colleyville,
Texas, the project expanded to schools and public sites across affected villages. While
the systems are used in areas with lower arsenic levels, they now provide clean
drinking water to an estimated 25,000 people, with plans for further expansion.

Rotary members emphasized long-term sustainability through regular maintenance,
water testing, and community monitoring. As climate change intensifies challenges
through rising sea levels and increased salinity, communities are also restoring
mangrove forests to protect water sources.

Though arsenic contamination remains a global public health challenge with no simple
solution,_the project has alroady i-m'provod daily life in villages like Kayal’s. Clean water,

he says, is not just a necessity — it is an investment in the future
