On January 12, 1919, Pinneo and Lambert had a
luncheon meeting with four (4) of the prominent
busiessmen of Manila — Alfred Walter Beam, Fred
Neal Berry, Edwin Amil Elser and James Geary.
They formed an organizing commuttee which
resulted in the first Rotary Club in the Philippines —
and in Asia — The Rotary Club of Manila.

There were 38 Charter members — thirty-tive
(35) Americans, two (2) Filipinos and one (1)
Chinese. The Charter President was Rotarian Leon
Lambert. The Rotary Club of Manila informed
Rotary International which then recognized
Rotary Club of Manila and was issued Charter
Number 478.
