Greetings!

For the month of March, the Rotary Club of Panglao Island (RCPI)
emphasized its commitment in creating a healthy community focusing on
Water, Sanitation and Hygiene and Health and Nutrition. It is imperative
that we convey that Proper Sanitation is vital in preventing the spread of
diseases, like this unseen enemy that we have now, the COVID 19 virus.
Proper sanitation also ensures good health for humanity.

For the activities lined up for the said month, our target was Balicasag
Island situated in Poblacion, Panglao, Bohol. In behalf of the RCPI, my
heartfelt gratitude to the Local Government Unit of Panglao, headed by
PAG,PP Rtn. Mayor Leonila Montero for providing our club a speed boat
which only took us 10-15 mins to reach the island.

The activities started with the conduct of the Handwashing Campaign
under the guidance of the nurses of the Municipal Health Office and was
followed by the feeding of the preschool children together with the
Panglao Rotary Community Corps. Our rotarian dentist also discussed and
demonstrated the toothbrushing technique then proceeded with the
fluoride application to children aged 9 to 59 months old. After the
demonstration, we distributed dental kits containing toothbrush,
toothpaste, glass, hand towel and soap.

Another activity we conducted in the island, to promote the importance of
our health, was the distribution of face masks to boatmen and vendors of
the island. During this time of pandemic, where our health and economic
stabilities are challenged, as RCPIs, we responded to the call of times,
serving our underprivileged brothers and sisters. It is in our little own ways
that we are able to create a big and meaningful impact in the community.
