The “Handog ng Pangulo: Job Fair 2025” held on September 13 at the Leyte Convention Center
presents a different dimension of service—one that moves beyond immediate aid and into
economic empowerment. Employment is not just an outcome; it is a stabilizing force. It shapes
dignity, independence, and long-term community resilience.

But let's interrogate participation more critically. Is simply being present in initiatives like this
enough? Or should we be asking how Rotary can play a more strategic role within these
ecosystems?

The involvement of the Department of Labor and Employment underscores the scale and
structure required to address employment challenges. As partners, our responsibility is not only
to support—but to identify where we can add distinct value. Are we connecting job seekers to
opportunities more effectively? Are we leveraging our networks to open pathways that would
otherwise remain inaccessible?

What this initiative highlights is a shift—from transactional service to transformational
engagement. Supporting livelihood is not a one-time intervention; it is a continuous process that
demands collaboration, foresight, and intentional alignment with institutions that drive economic
activity.
