Welcome to our 3rd General Membership Meeting! August is here! It’s 
the summer’s last stand in the northern part of the world. Here in the 
Philippines it marks the near end of our class break and soon classes 
would be opening on the 22nd of this month. Children and parents are 
in mixed emotions for the upcoming face to face classes in the new 
normal. 

Meanwhile, for Rotary August is Membership and New Club Devel-
opment Month. Please let me share to you an article posted by Dave 
Lorenzen on Santa Rosa Sunrise’ Rotary Club web portal.

Consider Becoming a Rotarian….Today
Potential club members are everywhere. But to get them to join Rotary, clubs must use creativity and imagi-
nation, says Past RI President Cliff Dochterman. “Rotary International leaders keep emphasizing membership 
growth and extension because Rotary’s very survival depends on it,” says Dochterman, a member of the Rota-
ry Club of Moraga, California, USA, and author of The ABCs of Rotary, a resource for new members. “If Rotary 
is to grow, we all must take action.” Dochterman believes clubs can thrive by seeking new members, retaining 
current ones, and sponsoring new clubs in the community. He offers the following tips:

Seeking new members
Clubs must have a specific plan in place, says Dochterman.
• Use a team approach. Teams should have several members who meet with qualified business and profes-
sional leaders to discuss the benefits of joining Rotary.
• Set aside one club meeting per month to be a “visitor day,” to which all club members would invite a friend or 
prospective member.
• Seek out natural prospects, including Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial Scholars, Rotaractors, and Group 
Study Exchange (GSE) team members.

Retaining current members
“Keeping current club members is just as important as bringing in new ones. The key is to adapt and change,” 
says Dochterman.
• Make sure club meetings, service activities, and social events are interesting, fun, and worthwhile.
• Initiate more hands-on projects so club members will feel that they’re making a difference.
• Eliminate 100 percent attendance requirements.
• Be alert to the symptoms that lead to resignation. Club leaders should be considerate to members’ personal 
problems.

Sponsoring a new club
“Don’t think about cloning your existing club. The new century of Rotary requires and permits a new vision of 
fellowship and service,” says Dochterman. “It’s time to think about sponsoring a new kind of Rotary club.” For 
example:
• A club composed entirely of executives and professionals under the age of 40. The nucleus could be former 
Rotaractors, GSE team members, and Foundation program alumni.
• A club in an ethnic or minority section of the community, with members who share common economic and 
cultural interests.
• A club that meets in a shopping mall, airport, high-rise office building, golf course, or other nontraditional but 
convenient location.

So, with the given above pointers of Past RI President Cliff Dochterman and as RI President Jennifer Jones 
said… “Each one of us has that same opportunity — the honor to extend an invitation.” An invitation offered to 
people who shares the same belief and values with us of service above self. I do hope that we would be able 
to gain and welcome new and committed members to our club. Let us be imaginative on how we could make 
our activities more fun, impactful, and inclusive. Activities that would inspire and make us proud members of 
the Rotary.

Today marks the 118th anniversary of Rotary International. Our beloved organization has 
been in the service to humanity globally. After it was founded 16 years after Rotary 
international started organizing local clubs on 6 continents. 118 years after, R.I has already  
46,000 clubs around the world with each member working to solve some of our world’s most 
challenging problems.  
 
Recently, the Rotary world responded to this catastrophe immediately. RI President Jennifer 
Jones activated our disaster response efforts, communicated with the affected districts, and 
encouraged governors in those regions to apply for disaster response grants and share 
information about their relief efforts so that Rotary can amplify the calls for support. 
 
The Rotary Foundation Trustees decided that all donations made, from now until 31 March, 
to the Turkey/Syria Disaster Response Fund will be used to aid earthquake relief projects. 
In addition, the Trustees made available more than $125,000 to Rotary districts affected by 
the earthquake through Disaster Response Grants. 
 
As a Filipino Rotarian, we’re part of the humanity service history of Rotary International 
because it was here in the Philippines that the fight against Polio began in 1979 where 6 
million children were immunized. Today, polio remains endemic in only two countries — 
down from 125 in 1988. 
 
All this humanitarian efforts and services are funded through our Rotary Foundation and our 
Rotary Club of Tacloban is one of the highest donor totaling an amount of U.S. $160k+. The 
Rotary Foundation is one of the global organizations who has high standard norms in terms 
of foundation giving. Every dollar that we donate corresponds to a human life that we save 
because of our service projects. As the saying goes, “It's not how much we give but how 
much love we put into giving.”

Presidential message for 
August 2022

We’ve all taken our own path to become a member of Rotary. Some of you joined be-
cause your father was a Rotarian. Some of us signed up because an employer tapped us 
on the shoulder and asked us to attend a meeting. Others became members only after 
a U.S. Supreme Court ruling made it possible. Yet each of us entered through one mech-
anism — an invitation.

An invitation that unlocks our imaginations and allows us to know that everything and 
anything is possible. Each one of us has that same opportunity — the honor to extend 
an invitation.

It is awe-inspiring to imagine how we can look out across our communities and identify 
our future leaders. It’s often tempting to attract people who are exactly like us. It’s a spe-
cial form of ingenuity to consider how people who are seemingly very different can, in 
fact, share our values and have some of those same talents, just waiting to be unleashed.

It’s time for Rotary to take our next step in advancing Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) 
across our organization.

Embracing an experience where people feel included is more than just making our mem-
bership numbers more diverse. It’s about making our meetings and events places where 
we can speak openly and honestly with each other, where our members feel welcome 
and safe. This means removing barriers for entry and opening doors for inclusion. Our 
values remain our strength — and our commitment to excellence requires us to maintain 
high standards for our members as well.

I believe we are all committed and determined to advancing DEI across Rotary. This is 
rooted in the deepest traditions of our organization, and it will ensure that we remain vi-
brant and relevant for decades to come.

A few years ago, our Rotary Board set the ambitious goal of increasing the share of fe-
male members to 30 percent by 2023. We have less than a year to go, but I believe we 
can meet and exceed this target.

We need Rotary leaders to rise from every continent, culture, and creed. We need young 
members and young thinkers to take on larger roles and responsibilities. We need to lis-
ten to new Rotary members just as keenly, and with as much respect, as those with many 
years of membership.

During our recent convention in Houston, we heard from astronauts about their journeys 
into space. We reflected upon a time in the 1960s when U.S. President John F. Kennedy 
urged the world to dream, with his declaration that we would “go to the moon [and do] 
other things, not because they are easy, but because they are hard.”

Fully committing Rotary to DEI and meeting our ambitious membership targets may 
seem as unlikely as a moon shot. But I know that when people of action are committed to 
a big goal, we make it worth every ounce of our energy.
